Covid-19 Guidelines Returning to school November 2021:

9 Change to our September guidelines - In order to limit the spread of Covid we ask that if anyone in your
household has tested positive for Covid, or is waiting for the results of a PCR test, please do not send your

child into school until the isolation period is complete.




T We will not be continuing with class “bubbles” and all staff and pupils may mix.
T We will continue to:
0 ask pupils to wash their hands on arrival at school and after breaks and at hometime.

0 ventilate the classrooms, but not at expense of necessary warmth, open windows and doors to
clear air when room not in use.

0 hold outdoor worship where possible

0 have additional cleaning of high touch areas at lunchtime.
9 Face coverings are recommended for staff in crowded spaces, though not required.
9 Staff continue to wash hands first thing on arrival at school.

I Symptomatic staff or pupils, and those who record a positive test, will still need to isolate in line with current
guidance.

9 The Co-Head teachers are required to monitor cases to identify any outbreaks and close contacts. If 5 staff
or pupils test positive within a 10 day period or if a member of staff or pupil is admitted to hospital we will
seek public health advice and implement additional infection control measures — e.g. additional cleaning,
additional ventilation.

Covid-19 Symptoms
The main symptoms of coronavirus (COVID-19) are usually mild, but some people can become very unwell.

9 High temperature — this means you feel hot to touch on your chest or back (you do not need to measure
your temperature)

9 New, continuous cough — this means coughing a lot for more than an hour, or 3 or more coughing episodes
in 24 hours (if you usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual)

9 Loss or change to your sense of smell or taste — this means you've noticed you cannot smell or taste
anything, or things smell or taste different to normal

Most people with coronavirus have at least one of these symptoms.
If you have these symptoms you are able to seek testing.
You can ask for a test:

9 for yourself, if you have coronavirus symptoms now (a high temperature, a new, continuous cough, or a loss
or change to your sense of smell or taste)
9 for someone you live with, if they have coronavirus symptoms

You need to get the test done in the first 5 days of having symptoms.

In the Swan Classroom

We have all been learning about Roman gods and myths in English and comparing them with the Greek versions. We
are now busy writing our own myths, inspired by what we have read.

In Maths Year 3&4 have been doing really well finding efficient ways to add and subtract. Year 5 have been
multiplying and dividing decimal numbers by 10/100/1000, while Year 6 have been learning about square and cubed
numbers, going on to coordinates.

In History we have been looking at what made the Roman army so successful and have even been practising our own
Roman drill using the Latin commands - Parati — sinister, dexter, sinister, dexter —to march! We have just finished off
our mosaics and are very pleased with the end results.

In Computing we have been considering the features that make a good website and designing our own Roman
websites in Powerpoint.

In Science the Y5&6s have been investigating refraction and using prisms to split light into its component colours.
Y3&4 have been investigating opaque, transparent and translucent materials

Tuesday saw the classroom buzzing as we participated in the Knex Challenge, of which you can see more below. On
top of all of this we have found quite a bit of time to practise our Christmas songs ready for the performance at
Lechlade Garden Centre last night.

In the Cygnet C lassroom

We have begun mentioning the 'C' word this week and the excitement is building. In RE, we are delving further into
the Christmas story according to the Gospel of Luke. The children were surprised to find no mention of the Wise men
in this version and many questions were raised. In groups, we had a crafty afternoon and we created our own stables
including all of the characters and travelled around the classroom and outside area remembering the journey that
Mary and Joseph made. As Advent begins this week, we will be thinking, talking and discussing all the ways we can
prepare our hearts, minds and homes for the coming of Jesus.

In English, we are exploring poems and songs that have a repetitive pattern. We will explore poems by Pie Corbett,
Michael Rosen, Kit Wright and Clive Webster. We hope to begin writing our own descriptive poems by the end of the
week. We will focus on using our senses and choosing some powerful vocabulary. Hopefully the children and parents
can read some fun poetry together at home.

We will continue to explore the happenings of the Great Fire of London through Art, Music, Design and Technology.
The children did a fantastic job of recognising low and high pitches last week, they did so well that they used their
voices and chosen instruments to compose high and low pieces within a group.

In Computing, we are focusing on the basics. We have so far this term learnt how to switch on and off a computer,
log on and log off, access applications, use a touchpad and will start to put all these skills into practice soon.

Reception has very much enjoyed working with the Three Little Pigs in English. We have imitated the story by acting,
sequencing, making story maps and innovated with new endings. We have explored alternative materials for the
houses using a puff test (all the children/wolves blowing through their straws together) and have each chosen

three to describe new homes for the pigs and further amend our stories. Dried spaghetti and mini-marshmallows
proved especially popular. We are now carefully writing our new story versions in individual booklets.

Outside in the garden, a building site is cordoned off with red and white hazard tape and we have built walls of
bricks and sand on a tuff tray, always wearing hard hats and hi-viz jackets for safety. Inside, we have collaged our
own (cardboard) house with sides of straw, sticks and bricks that we printed using sponges and a mix of paint and
sand. In Maths we have been looking at 3D shapes and using them to build, as well as all things 8 - counting, listening
and scoring. Reception are making fabulous progress with their phonics and they are all becoming super readers.
They are enjoying taking books home to read after school and quickly coming back for more. This is hugely
beneficial. Well done, Reception!
